God is always in control. No matter our challenges, hardships or circumstances, we can know 
that God is still at work, sees our suffering and will create good even when we cannot see it.

Together, discover how this specific lesson ties into God’s Big Story. Read the following 
aloud to your child:

Trusting in and following God does not mean things will always be easy. But no matter how 
difficult things become, we can know that God sees us and will work everything for good. 

Read the following thought aloud to help increase your child’s understanding:

•	 What did Pharaoh do when Joseph correctly interpreted his dreams? (He put Joseph in 
charge of storing up all the food.)

•	 What special skill did God give Joseph? (Joseph was wise and could interpret dreams.)

Challenge your child to retell the story. Help him or her remember key details by asking 
the following questions:

Genesis 39-45
Joseph’s rise to power 
Dreams Come True 

•	 How did Joseph respond when his brothers were scared of him? (He said that God used his 
brothers’ harm for good. Joseph shared food with them.)
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
